Country Fair Marketplace provides a showcase for the many artists, artisans and small businesses of Carlisle and a few nearby towns.  It's also a source of information from a wide variety of organizations providing services to the community.  Country Fair will be held Saturday, June 24, 10:30 am to 2:00 pm beneath the solar array at the Carlisle School parking area. The location provides sun and weather protection.  Traffic conditions permitting, you may drive to your display location for unloading, and park a short distance away in the school parking lot.  Helpers will be available to help with loading and unloading.  Exhibitors will be sent specific move in instructions as we get closer to June 24. 

There is a $25 fee for each business or organization exhibiting at Country Fair. If you have sales above $250, there is an additional 10% donation on sales over $250, (including sales of raffle tickets, kid’s games, etc.)  The $25 fee is due when your application has been accepted.  The 10% donation is to be paid on the honor system at the close of Country Fair.  You may pay by PayPal at: (http://www.carlisleohd.org/country-fair-2023) (preferred) or mail a check made out to: Old Home Day, and mail to: OHD Country Fair, 192 Maple Street, Carlisle, MA 01741. 

At least two things need to happen for you to exhibit at OHD Country Fair 2023.  

1. We need to receive your completed Space request form found on the following page.  We will review your application to make sure Country Fair Marketplace is a good fit for you and for Country Fair. 
2. After your application has been approved, we must receive your $25 exhibitor fee either by PayPal (preferred) or personal check  made out to: Old Home Day, and mail to: OHD Country Fair, 192 Maple Street, Carlisle, MA 01741. 

If you are selling food, you must check with Linda Fantasia at the Carlisle Board of Health to determine if you need a permit. This will depend upon the type of food being sold (food that will spoil if it is not kept hot or cold is of the greatest concern, but please check). Her contact information is: Linda Fantasia / Health Agent – Town of Carlisle, Board of Health Phone: 978-369-0283 Email: lfantasia@carlislema.gov .  If Linda requires you to have a food permit, Old Home Day must receive a copy and you must display the original in your booth.


Massachusetts requires a permit for all raffles.  If you  plan to conduct anything which could be construed as a raffle, you will first have to secure a permit from Town Clerk Peggy Wang, townclerk@carlislema.gov , 978-369-6155.  Old Home Day will need a copy of this permit.

Old Home Day is intended as a day of homecoming, a day of remembrance, a day to celebrate those things which bind us together in this special community we call Carlisle.  Therefore, Old Home Day and Country Fair do not permit politically oriented activity or highly divisive issues.

FAQs about the Carlisle Music Festival:

1. The Carlisle Music Festival is a major new event on Old Home Day weekend that takes place in conjunction with traditional Old Home Day events on Saturday, and with a large standalone event on Sunday. The Festival showcases accomplished musicians who have Carlisle connections.

2. On Sunday, the Music Festival takes place under an 80-foot x 40-foot tent with an ample stage and professional sound on the Spalding athletic field next to the Carlisle Public School. Food trucks, ice cream and kids’ activities will all be on site. Exhibitors, food and activities are set up outside of the big tent.

3. The Sunday program attracts hundreds of people across all demographics to come out and enjoy an afternoon of many different styles of music (last year crowd estimate 350-450, overflowing the capacity of the tent). 

4. Attendees at the Sunday event typically stay on site for at least 1 hour, and up to several hours.

5. The Sunday program will start at 12 noon and run until 7:30. See exhibitor info below.

Sunday Exhibitor Info:

1. There is no additional cost to exhibit. Your appearance on Saturday allows you to register for Sunday. 

2. The exhibit location will be on Spalding Field adjacent to the music tent, but far enough away to allow normal conversations at your table. We envision a “midway” of exhibitors. 

3. Old Home Day will provide a table and 2 chairs to exhibitors. Exhibitors will need to provide their own canopy for protection from the elements, including the summer sun.

4. Volunteers will assist load in and load out; two-wheelers will be available. Volunteers will be on site by 10:30 AM.

5. Exhibitors will need to be set up and operational at least 10 minutes before the start of the music program at noon, and stay for a minimum of 3-1/2 hours. You may stay as long as desired, up to 6:30 PM.

6. Detailed load-in and parking instructions will be provided.
